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In this two-day course, participants will review current state-of-the-art 
Life Cycle Impact Assessment methods in detail, discuss uncertainty 
in life cycle inventory data and impact assessment methods, review 
current practices in life cycle methodology, and identify areas for 
advancing the LCA field through research.  This course is aimed at 
researchers who are new to the LCA field. 

Life Cycle Assessment III:  
LCA and Impact Assessment Methodology 

This two-day course will build on the foundations of Life Cycle As-
sessment I and give participants the skills needed for in-depth assess-
ment of their supply chains and product life cycles.  Using SimaPro 
software, students will learn to build life cycle models for their prod-
ucts, identify high-impact life cycle stages and impact categories, as-
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Life Cycle Assessment II: Advanced Product  
Sustainability Reporting and Assessment 

This three-day course will give participants the knowledge and tools 
needed to understand the impacts of their products, to engage sup-
pliers in understanding the impacts of their purchased inputs,  and 
to  publish life cycle results to sustainability reporting initiatives, such 
as the Wal-Mart Sustainability Index.  This course will train partici-
pants on the Earthster sustainability reporting platform and give 
students familiarity with leading life cycle inventory databases. 

Life Cycle Assessment I:  
Product Sustainability Reporting 

Life Cycle Assessment (LCA) is a powerful tool for understanding 
the impacts of a product or service across its entire life, from the 
extraction of a raw material to use and disposal. As LCA and product 
sustainability reporting become more mainstream, managers and 
executives across functional areas need to understand LCA so they 
can incorporate it in their decision making processes.  This one-day 
course gives participants the ability to do just that. Participants will 
review LCA theory and work through LCA case studies to gain ex-
perience in interpreting and making decisions based on product 
sustainability information. 

Life Cycle Assessment for Managers and 
Executives 

This one-day course is designed to give buyers in the retail industry 
the main tools they need to evaluate and purchase sustainable prod-
ucts from vendors. These tools are designed to be transferrable to any 
product. The last part of the course will allow time for participants to 
develop a plan for the products being purchased. Buyers will leave 
with product or sector-�V�S�H�F�L�I�L�F���T�X�H�V�W�L�R�Q�V���W�R���H�Y�D�O�X�D�W�H���D���Y�H�Q�G�R�U�¶�V���S�U�R�G��
uct sustainability. 

Sustainability Buying Toolbox 

Stakeholders are beginning to expect companies to report their cor-
porate greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and to publicly set reduction 
goals. This one-day course will give participants the knowledge and 
tools needed to compile their GHG inventory in accordance with 
generally accepted protocols and to publish information to the Car-
bon Disclosure Project. Participants will learn the basics of green-
house-gas science, understand the GHG Protocol and Scope 1, Scope 
2 and Scope 3 emissions, and review the Carbon Disclosure Project 
and other major sustainability reporting outlets. Students will also be 
trained on simple tools to help them collect data, calculate their 
footprint, and set achievable reduction targets.
